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Also, MM was the only cor­

to the press release, and Mar­
tin Marietta's Southwest Divi­
sion has a long record of meel­
ing and exceeding the require­
ments of local, state and fed­
eral regulatory agencies.

Crushed rl,lck is very expen­
sive to transport, which is why
moM .counties in the United
States are home to at least one
aggregate operation. As Medina
County continues to grow, ac­
cess to local materials will re­
sult in cost savings to taxpayers,
homeowners and businesses,
according to company repre­
sentalives, because local quar­
ries reduce construction costs.

Area leaders called the
quarry to be built west of
Hondo "the best kept secret"
in town. The quarry's owners
conceded they kept the
project quiet. The lack of pub­
licity was to ensure all the
land was purchased to build
the quarry and railroad. It was
not, however, to skirt any en­
vironmental law or to avoid
public scrutiny, according to
the planned quarry's owners.

Indeed, Martin Marietta
Southwesl Division President
Larry J. Roberts, who says his
company has ample experi­
ence running a clean nonpol­
luting quarry, is looking for­
ward to opening his company's
first quarry located entirely in­
side Medina Counry. Martin
Marietta already operates one
quarry, on Hwy 211 and FM
471, which is half in Bexar and
half in Medina County. The
newest MM quarry project,
which the company calls
Medina Rock and Rail, mirrors
the Vulcan Materials project
east of Hondo as both compa­
nies plan to build seven-mile
rail lines to haul limestone ag­
gregate from their quarry sites
over the Edwards Aquifer Re­
charge Zone to the Union Pa­
cific line at Hwy 90.

The Southwest Division
President on Monday said he
only met with Medina County
Judge jim Barden last week,
but the quarry is already
scheduled to begin operations
in 2011, a short three years
from now. Vulcan Materials,
which did not buy all the
needed property before a/k
nouncing plans for their
quarry and railroad, has been
fighting opponents since 1999.

The fight is regarding the
location of the quarry and its
rail route. Vulcan intends to
build its seven mile long rail­
road through a flood-prone
historic area to reach their
